2) CONTENTS OF THE ASSESSMENT 

Candidates will have to take an examination consisting of the following practical contents:

· computing skills  in Windows environment;

· use of Netscape or Internet Explorer browsers;

· searching specified web addresses on the Internet;

· word processing in English, with a description of a web site;

· use of e-mail by sending a written text as an attachment to a specified address.

INTERVIEW

Applicants who have passed the assessment will be invited to a structured interview about their motives for study, interest in scientific research, their planned research and related professional and scientific work opportunities.

1. General questions: introduction to the interview and assessment of the candidate's aptitudes and interests, 2 - 3 minutes; for example: Tell us something about yourself. What is your motivation for our PhD program? What do you feel will be the main differences between undergraduate and postgraduate study for you? Can you outline your professional goals for the next 3-4 years, especially regarding specialization/residency, advancement within institution in conjunction to your PhD completion?  How do you see your professional and research career in the next 10 years? 

2. Questions dealing with the research topic proposal; for example: Have you done any work in the area of the proposed research? What have you read about it apart from textbook materials? State one research paper you’ve read on the topic. Outline one recent significant scientific breakthrough in the area of your proposed research. Who proposed this topic: you or your mentor? How much would you estimate this research to cost? How do you think you would finance this research, what sources of funding did you have in mind? 
3. Questions regarding proposed mentor – candidate relationship; for example: How long have you known your mentor? How did you choose your mentor? Do you know what is his/her area of research? Have you read any of his/her scientific work? Have you collaborated with your mentor in any joint research or written a paper/congressional abstract, etc.? In what situations would a mentor and candidate be in a conflict of interest? Describe your view of the role of mentor, that is, what do you think makes a good and successful mentor?

THE DECISION ON THE ADMISSION SHALL BE MADE BY THE SCHOOL OF MEDICINE COUNCIL. CANDIDATES SHALL BE INFORMED ON THE DECISION IN WRITING.
